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The Iona Community Youth Team – Workshops

Poverty: Investigating young peoples responses to poverty, both locally and globally. 

Trade Justice: The Trade Rules Simulation Game. Experience the frustrations of an unjust trading system and explore responses to global moral dilemas. 

‘It’s not right but it’s ok?’: A workshop on stereotypes, exploring different people’s prejudices through role playing exercises and discussions.

‘Can you hear the Bigots sing?’: Explore issues of sectarianism using information on diversity of multi faith and the stigma surrounding these issues in today’s society.

‘More than meets the eye’: Exploring the stigma surrounding HIV/AIDS. This can be done either through interactive workshops in class rooms or an HIV/AIDS simulation game which will allow the young people to experience the lifestyle of someone affected by HIV/AIDS.

Youth Crime Prevention: Discuss moral values and attitudes with using experiences and stories from our work in Polmont Young Offender’s Institute to help young people choose a different path in life than crime.

Spirituality & Reflection: Spirituality in the 21st Century, through a time of discussion and reflection using a labyrinth and a variety of tools including images, music and symbols.

Creating Mandalas: This workshop explores self identity and reflection through visual arts and creativity. 

Peace & Justice: Explore issues of peace and justice, especially relating to the middle East and South Africa, and listen to stories from young people through our video made while on a visit there. .

‘Where is the love?’ : A workshop on equality.

‘This Land is your land, this land is my land’: Exploring the inequalities of asylum seekers and refugees in this country.
